Global University Canada offers a full 30-
course Master of Divinity degree (90 credits) as 
well as an array of 12-course Master of Arts 
degrees (36 credits). 

As a Global graduate student you will be 
assigned to a graduate mentor with an earned 
doctorate in the field of study relevant to the 
particular course you are taking. Your mentor 
provides help and encouragement as you work 
through the Graduate Study Guide, readings and 
assignments for the course.

Each course requires the completion of a 
written assignment for each major unit of 
material. Your mentor grades each of your papers 
and provides useful feedback. There are no exams 
in GUC graduate courses.

You can work through each course at your 
own pace during a six-month period. An additional 
six-months can be purchased for a small fee.

Each course requires the completion of two 
papers, a practical application service learning 
assignment and a final multiple choice 
examination.
